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@Camp inn Miyama Parking Lot---Camp inn Miyama is a campsite to fully enjoy playing at the Choshi River famous for its
clear water, canoeing on the river, etc. There is the starting point for climbing Mount Binshi near the parking lot of the
campsite. ¥ The parking lot here may be unavailable during high season. *You need to pay for parking. /@Tanemaki Gonbei
no Sato Parking Lot - Tanemaki Gonbei no Sato (Home of Tanemaki Gonbei) is a facility to enjoy a stroll in relaxation while
viewing its beautiful Japanese-style garden. Besides, the folklore museum “Gonbei Yashiki” is worth a visit because it exhibits
materials related to the folk culture of Kihoku Town. /@®Roadside Station Miyama Parking Lot --Roadside Station Miyama is
located near the starting point for crossing the Magose Pass. It is available as a rest area with a restaurant serving fresh local
food, a local specialty store, etc. /@Choshi River Bank Parking Lot:-You can arrive at this parking lot about three minutes after
driving southward from Miyama IC via Route 42. It is about 400 meters from here to the starting point of Inohana Suiheido Road.
The bathrooms of Miyama Athletic Field, which is located across Route 42 from the parking lot, are available. /@®Mount Binshi
(Elephant Back) --- This mountain is often called “Elephant Back” because the huge rock on its top looks like the back of an
elephant. It is also famous as a great spot for photographing a panoramic view of Kihoku Town. /@Magose Pass --- The Magose
Pass is a popular pass on the Kumano Kodo Iseji Route designated as a UNESCO World Heritage site. You will be fascinated by
the fantastic views of the cobbled path and historic sites in the beautiful forest of Owase Hinoki (Japanese cypress trees grown
in Owase). /@Mount Tengura (Tengu Rock) ---There is a huge rock (Tengu Rock) on the top of Mount Tengura (522 meters
above sea level). You can even use the iron ladder to climb the rock to enjoy a panoramic view of the mountains in the
Odaigahara area! /@®0chobo Rock --From the top of the Ochobo Rock, you can enjoy a gorgeous panoramic view of Kihoku
Town on the left and Owase City on the right. It definitely deserves to be called a “scenic spot.” /@Inohana Suiheido Road::-This
road was constructed in the Meiji period (1868 - 1912) for the passage of two-wheeled carts called “daihachi-guruma.” It has
relatively gentle slopes with large width, and therefore is suitable for enjoying a stroll while viewing the scattered islands in the sea.
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
